Main-seminar & Kyoto-Miyazu Summit Application Guidelines

Earth Youth Summit 2024 in KYOTO will be in two parts: the pre-seminar and the main-
seminar. There are only two more pre-seminars left, and the main-seminar will begin in February
2024. In addition, an onsite program “Kyoto-Miyazu Summit” will be held in Miyazu City, Kyoto
Prefecture, Japan in August 2024. During the main seminar, participants will engage in deep
discussions about a particular topic with youth from around the world. In the Kyoto-Miyazu Summit,
they will share and further delve into the discussions they had. Proposals from Earth Youth Summit

Application Requirements

1. Applicants must be in their 3rd year of junior high school, 1st or 2nd year of high school (or those
who are in the equivalent grade) in January 2024.

2. Those who are interested in the leadership for the next generation, and activities related to
environmental issues and the SDGs.

3. Those who can prepare to participate in seminars by using online meeting applications, such as
Microsoft Teams and Zoom.

Main-seminar (from February to August 2024 / online courses)

Purpose:  To engage in a profound discussion, summarize the key points, and create a poster.

Contents:  Participants will have workshops in small groups and discuss an assigned topic. Each
group will be assigned with university, graduate, and international students as mentors
to assist discussions.

Schedule: In principle, all participants are expected to attend the kick-off meeting and the three
progress meetings. In addition to these plenary sessions, each group will have meetings.

Kick-off meeting - 16:00-19:00 (UTC+9; JST) on February 24th, 2024 (participation
required in principle)

Progress meeting - April 13th, June Ist, July 13th, 2024

Group meeting - set by each group members and mentors

Kyoto-Miyazu Summit (Hybrid seminar: online & in person)

Purpose:  Share and brush up on the results from the main-seminar, and have hands-on activities

Contents:  Participants will bring posters created in this course, discuss them with the participants

from different groups, and brush up on them. Since Miyazu is located by the sea, we will
emphasize hands-on learning activities in which participants can think about global
environmental issues firsthand. Based on the discussions here, the participants will
submit the final outcome video.

Date: August 8th~10th, 2024

Venue: Kyoto Prefectural Youth Marine Center “Marine Pier” (http://marinpia.jp/)

*We will inform you of the details and confirm whether you will participate on-site or online around
July 2024.

*In the case of on-site participation, you need to cover the travel expenses to Miyazu Station on the
Tango Railway, which is the nearest station to Marine Pier. Importantly, we are also considering
travel expense assistance mainly for overseas residents. The details will be announced as they
become available.

*In principle, participation of the Kyoto-Miyazu Summit is mandatory for all participants.
Participants cannot attend only the Kyoto-Miyazu Summit.

How to apply

The registration form for the main-seminar will be sent to you after you have applied for the pre-
seminar.

To participate in the main-seminar, you must attend at least one pre-seminar. Please enter the pre-
seminar first. (Entry page for the pre-seminar: https://kyoto-youthsummit.com/en/entry/)

If there are too many applicants, a selection process will be conducted. Selection results will be
sent to the e-mail. You may register for the main-seminar even before attending the 6th pre-
seminar (held on February 10), but if you do not attend the introductory course at least once, you
may be disadvantaged in the selection process. No inquiries will be accepted regarding the results
of the selection process.

Personal information submitted at the time of application will be used only for the purpose of
administering this program. Our staff responsible for the management of personal information
obtained will be appointed, and safety measures will be implemented to prevent loss or leakage
of personal information.
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Discussion Topics

When you register for the main-seminar, you will choose discussion topics that interest you
from seven topics: 1) carbon neutrality, 2) resource circulation, 3) biodiversity, 4) diversity, equality
and inclusion, 5) well-being, 6) SDGs beyond 2030, and 7) sustainability of the region (related to the
sea or Miyazu). We will arrange small discussion groups with 5 or 6 participants in each, based on
your interests. Each group will be assigned at least one mentor who will regularly monitor progress.

The goal of the Earth Youth Summit 2024 in KYOTO

At the end of the program, you will create a poster and video that summarizes the outcome of
the whole discussion and what you have learned in this program, to influence someone else through
your own efforts. The outcome can be a proposal for society, a declaration of an action plan, an idea
for a new tool, or any idea unique to youth. We expect the outcome to contain your will to influence
someone and change the world by your own power. More details will be provided after the start of
this course.
