Earth Youth Summit 2024 in KYOTO Main-seminar & Kyoto-Miyazu Summit

Application Guidelines for Mentors
Organizers: Kyoto Beyond SDGs Consortium

The main seminar of the “Earth Youth Summit 2024 in KYOTO” (from February 2024 to
August 2024) and the Kyoto-Miyazu Summit (August 8th to 10th, 2024) aims to facilitate in-depth
discussions among youth participants from both domestic and international backgrounds on global
environmental issues. The goal is for participants to refine their understanding through discussions
and subsequently disseminate the outcomes. Mentors are invited to support these programs. For

Main- Seminar (from February to August 2024 / online courses)

Overview: Participants will be divided into small groups to set a theme related to global
environmental issues, engaging in deep discussions over six months. Additionally, they
will aim to create outcomes (posters) tied to recommendations through interactions with
mentors and seniors from various fields under the theme.

Schedule:

Kickoff meeting: February 24, 2024 (Saturday) 16:00-19:00 (UTC+9; JST)
Progress meeting: April 13, 2024 (Sat), June 1, 2024 (Sat), July 13, 2024 (Sat)

Group meetings: Scheduled and conducted for each assigned group
Primary Roles of Mentors:

1. Progress Management: Mentors will oversee the progress of assigned groups, managing
schedules by coordinating meetings as needed. They will regularly communicate progress to
the organizing secretariat.

2. Facilitation of Discussions: Mentors will facilitate discussions, steering the conversation when
necessary, and posing new questions to keep the discussions moving.

3. Interpretation and Support in English Dialogues: Mentors will provide interpretation support
for discussions conducted in English and offer general support as needed.

Kyoto-Miyazu Summit (Hybrid seminar: online & in person)

Overview: Youth participants will bring the posters created during the course, engage in cross-group
discussions, and refine their ideas. In "Umi no Kyoto" (Sea of Kyoto) in Miyazu, hands-
on programs emphasizing experiential learning will be conducted to provide on-site
training, allowing participants to contemplate real-world environmental issues. Based on
these discussions, the final outcome (video) will be submitted later.

Primary Roles of Mentors:

1. Assistance in Event Planning and Operations (Onsite/Online Staff)
2. Facilitation of Discussions
3. Interpretation and Support in English Dialogues
Date: August 8th (Thu) to 10th (Sat), 2024, for 2 nights and 3 days
Venue: Kyoto Prefectural Youth Marine Center “Marine Pier” (http://marinpia.jp/)
*1 Details regarding the event and confirmation of onsite/online participation will be communicated
around July 2024.

*2 In the case of onsite participation, participants are generally responsible for their travel expenses
to Miyazu Station on the Tango Railway, the nearest station to Marine Pier. Travel expense support
for mentors is under consideration, and details will be provided later.

Application Requirements

Individuals who are interested in the role of next-generation leaders, as well as activities
related to environmental issues and SDGs. This includes university students and working
professionals who can participate in online meeting systems such as Microsoft Teams or Zoom.

* Applicants are welcome if they are high school seniors (expected to graduate in March 2024) as of
January 2024. Even if involvement begins shortly after the start of the February course, participation
from late March to April is acceptable. For those who have not yet decided on their future paths,
please indicate so on the registration form. Please inform us of your availability as a mentor by
March 31, and if applicable, confirm your participation and affiliation starting from April.

* After the conclusion of the Earth Youth Summit in KYOTO 2024, we plan to organize the Earth
Youth Summit in KYOTO 2025 (until around August 2025). Continuous participation until the
Earth Youth Summit in KYOTO 2025 would be greatly appreciated.

Application Process

2. When applying to be a mentor, you will be asked to choose your English proficiency level and
select a preferred theme to determine your assigned group. The themes include: 1) carbon
neutrality, 2) resource circulation, 3) biodiversity, 4) diversity, equality and inclusion, 5) well-
being, 6) SDGs beyond 2030, and 7) sustainability of the region (related to the sea or Miyazu).
Please note that it may not always be possible to accommodate all preferences, and we appreciate
your understanding in advance.

* Personal information submitted at the time of application will be used only for the purpose of
administering this program. Our staff responsible for the management of personal information
obtained will be appointed, and safety measures will be implemented to prevent loss or leakage of
personal information.

Important Notice for Participation

Attendance at the Kickoff Meeting, three Progress meetings, and the Kyoto-Miyazu Summit is
generally expected. If there are unavoidable reasons preventing attendance, please notify us
accordingly.

Mentor Orientation sessions will be held on February 17 (Sat) from 16:00 to 17:00 (UTC+9; JST)
and on February 19 (Tue) from 20:00 to 21:00 (UTC+9; JST). These sessions also serve as an
opportunity for introductions, so please try to attend one of them if possible.

The primary language of communication is English.

Discussion Themes and Group Formation for the Course

During the registration for the course, participants will select their preferred theme from the
following options: 1) carbon neutrality, 2) resource circulation, 3) biodiversity, 4) diversity, equality
and inclusion, 5) well-being, 6) SDGs beyond 2030, and 7) sustainability of the region (related to the
sea or Miyazu). Based on participants' interests, groups of approximately 5-6 members will be
formed. Each group will be assigned at least one mentor for regular progress management. English
and Japanese language groups will be arranged based on the content and members.
