(2 Summarize the learnings from "Sea of Kyoto" Miyazu so that youth participants can
disseminate them internationally, reaching people visiting Kyoto from around the world.

well as any costs for activities outside the program.
® Online participants: Free (participants cover their own online communication costs)
® Partial travel expense assistance is planned for overseas participants.
* Details will be announced once the number of overseas participants is determined.

(@ The primary language will be English, as in the main seminar, with mentors providing
translation support if needed.

(5 The program will be conducted with consideration for the sustainability, catering to special
dietary needs (allergies, halal, vegetarian, etc.), and accommodating diverse participants.

(© Certificates of participation will be issued to those who request them after the program ends.

A) Otegawa-liver Course
(Cooperation: Field Research Club, Miyazu Tenkyo High School)
Conduct biological surveys in a biotope created in the Otegawa River
and observe giant cedar trees.

B) Kamiseya Course
(Cooperation: Field Research Club, Miyazu Tenkyo High School)
Visit the Kamiseya area in Miyazu City, known for traditional houses
and terraced rice fields, and engage in satoyama learning. Travel will
include a boat ride.

C) Microplastic Survey Course
(Cooperation: Marine Science Department, Marine High School)
Collect and survey microplastics washed up on the beach and visit
facilities, including training ships owned by the Marine High School.

D) Underwater Garbage Survey Course
(Cooperation: Kyoto Prefectural Fisheries Cooperative)
Assist in retrieving and analyzing underwater garbage from the bay
with the help of fishing boats.

E) Green Job Course
(Cooperation: United Nations Environment Programme)
Join a workshop on Green Jobs related to SDG Goal 12,
“Responsible Consumption and Production.”

* In case of rain or severe weather, participants may join other courses.
